Some of the
reasons for the poor quality include absence of around 25% of teachers
every day. States of India have introduced tests

For many children who still do not have access to education, it is notable
because of persisting inequality and marginalization. Factors linked to
poverty such as unemployment, illness and the illiteracy of parents;
multiply the risk of non-schooling and the drop-out rate of a child by 2.
Lack of affordable schools: As compared to urban areas, government
schools are not as spread out in rural areas, and this can discourage
parents to spend on their kids' education. Poor infrastructure: Most rurall
schools lack good infrastructure, including well-trained teachers.
